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Writing a report is not my favourite task, however it is good to sit and look back at the 
events that have taken place over the past couple of months in the Pony Club world 
and what a busy time it has been. 
 
Congratulations to the Midland Zone members and in particular, Zone Representa-
tive, Kaye Blanchard and her Zone Committee, for together they did a wonderful job 
in organising and conducting the State Horse Trials at Fosterville near Bendigo.  
Along with the challenge of finding the venue, everything had to be supplied including 
power, marquee, water, toilets etc. – a daunting task for the committee, none of 
whom lived nearby. The cross country course designed  and built by Ewan Kellett 
was a long flowing course over a large flat area which was very inviting utilising many 
natural logs for obstacles but some of the efforts were quite technical and caused 
several eliminations, particularly the simple log jump at the top of the dam bank. 
 I was impressed with the quality of  the Grade 1 competitors but the standard of the 
Grade 2 riders was very disappointing , particularly in the cross country phase. Many 
appeared to be riding in an uncontrolled and sometimes dangerous manner, seeming 
to have no idea of riding to a speed. This State competition is always seen as the pinnacle for eventers to aim for and I feel that some 
riders gain their qualifications at courses that are not of such a high standard. I have recorded several suggestions for the future Horse 
Trials, including a request for a rider performance sheet to be submitted with entry forms. 
Once again I had the pleasure to present a Life Membership to Mr. Clarrie King, who has been an outstanding and tireless worker for the 
Pony Club movement and in particular, the Midland Zone. It is always nice to do these presentations at a function where the recipient is 
well known. 
The State Interzone Teams Horse Trials for Grade 3 and Grade 4 riders was conducted the weekend following the State Horse Trials 
making it a busy time for many, but once again we were grateful for all the volunteers provided by the ten Zones throughout the State. 
Thankyou, too, to the small organising committee and the ten Zone Representatives who worked at various tasks throughout the weekend 
and doing extra shifts if and when required. The whole weekend flowed very smoothly and happily with the quality of riders and mounts 
being of a high standard. 
I was unable to attend the State  Flat, Musical Ride and Games competition and I thank Philip Cobbledick and his committee for once 
again organising and conducting this two day event, despite some difficulties encountered along the way. I’m sure the competitors were 
unaware of any problems and had a successful and enjoyable time, which is the most important thing.

NCAS Pony Club Coach - News  
Congratulations 
Four coaches from Traralgon Pony Club became the first in Victoria to achieve their Pony Club Australia NCAS Preliminary 
Coach Accreditation. They were assessed at their normal club rally in November 2008 and were all found competent they are 
now registered with the Australian Sports Commission. Frances Hughes and Danielle Vidler are pictured below proudly holding 
their Certificates. 
 

Workbook and Coaching Practice Log 
Some trainee Coaches have found the prospect of completing 
the workbook daunting. The workbook is a tool to check that 
the course material has been read and should be seen as an 
opportunity to consolidate and add to your coaching knowl-
edge. Answers can be found in the Coaching notes or the ASC 
Beginning Coaching Manual.  
Here are some tips to help you through the process;  
 
Step 1 
Read through the workbook and self assess against the compe-
tencies in each section. This means that if you already know 
the answers you can tick these sections off yourself. Your life 
experience with horses or coaching is recognised in this way. 
Somebody (a mentor) either from your club or community 
should confirm your self assessment by signing off on your 
ticks. However, remember that you can be questioned on any 
section of the Log Book on the day of assessment. 
 
Recognition of Current Competency – RCC 
Some coaches already have qualifications from other equestrian bodies so will have many of the competencies contained in the 
syllabus. However, there are some competencies that are specific to the Pony Club Course which will need to be completed to 
obtain accreditation. Each application for RCC will need to be treated on its merits and the State Level Assessor appointed to 
your club will be able to help and advise during this process. Evidence of previous qualifications must be provided. 
 
Step 2  
Work through the other sections of the manual in your own 
time and at your own pace. You can use any method you like 
to achieve the competencies you lack including reading refer-
ence material or working with a mentor. A mentor is a person 
who has the knowledge that you need in the area for which 
you need help. You may find you need several mentors to 
work through the course material.

3.1  Heights and Spreads of Obstacles 
3.1.a  The limits on the height and spread of obstacles laid down by these rules must be observed with the greatest care. However, if it 
 should happen that a maximum dimension has been marginally exceeded as a result of the material used for construction and/or by 
 the position of the obstacle on the ground, the maximum dimensions laid down will not be considered as having been exceeded, but 
 the permitted tolerance is 5 cm maximum in height and 10 cm in width, where no other alternative exists. 
Table 1: All measurements are in metres. 

3.1.b  Spreads for PD, PE and PF grade should not exceed the height of the obstacle except for triple bars. 
3.1.c  Triple bars may be 15cm wider than the maximum spread. 
3.1.d  The finishing heights must not be exceeded. 
3.1.e  No single raise in the course for any grade shall exceed 15cms. There is no restriction on the finishing height for PA grade events. 
3.1.f  Measuring the height of an obstacle, if cross bars are used the poles must be able to fall freely and two thirds of the face of the  
 obstacle must measure at or below the height for the grade in question 
3.1.g  Double and treble combinations are composed of two or three obstacles and necessitate two or three successive jumps. 
3.1.h  The minimum distance between any two parts of a combination ranges from 6.6m to 7.50m and the maximum distance is 12m. The 
 distance is measured from the base of the obstacle on the landing side to the base of the next obstacle on the take off side and will 
 depend on the height of the obstacle. See 6.1 for more detail 
3.1.i  Treble combinations are permitted in PA, PB and PC grade only. 
3.1.j  Six bar competitions are permitted in PA grade only.

Double, treble or multiple obstacles 

If two or more obstacles, although sited close together, are designed as separate problems, each will be numbered and 
judged independently. A competitor must not, under penalty of elimination, re-take any obstacle, which he has already 
jumped.  

Deleted the words “ a competitor may refuse twice at each obstacle without incurring elimination” This is now an incorrect 
statement as 4 refusals over the entire course = Elimination 
 
Faults at obstacles 

Faults (refusal, run-out, circling) will be penalised only if in the opinion of the judge concerned, they are connected 
with the negotiation or attempted negotiation of one of the numbered obstacles. Note that re-taking part of a multiple 
obstacle after a refusal is not penalised for error of course or by elimination. 

The word “fall” has been removed from the bracket as a fall is now elimination anywhere on course 
 
Table of penalties has been amended to read Fall of Horse and/or rider anywhere on course is Elimination 
 
Circle At an obstacle composed of several elements (A, B, C, etc…) a horse will be penalized if it passes around any element 
  or circles between elements at any time between first being presented at the obstacle and finally completing the last  
 element. See rule C.12.5.2. However, at an obstacle where any of the elements is black flagged, passing around the last  
 element will not be penalised. See C.14. for a judging diagram 
Clarification of the circle rule for black flagged combination fences no changes to the intention of the rule 
 
Fall Fall of competitor and/or horse any where on the cross country course is Elimination 
 
As per State Council recommendation, wording from FEI Eventing rules July 2009 
 
Examination after a fall – Medical fitness 

All riders who have had a fall during training or competition at an Event must be examined by the official medical offi-
cer (or accredited first aid provider) before they take further part in the competition 
When a rider suffers from unconsciousness and/or Concussion as a result of a fall during training or competition they 
will be automatically disqualified from the competition and are ineligible to take any further part in any other test or 
competition at that event  

This is new, taken from FEI Eventing Rules July 2009, and clarifies an area not addressed in our rules previously and is a safety 
issue for riders. 
 
Compulsory veterinary Inspection 
 All competitors must proceed to the veterinary inspector immediately after the completion of the cross country, under 
 penalty of elimination. 
The wording “Competitors must not dismount, under penalty of elimination, until instructed to by the veterinary surgeon or 
steward “has been removed 
This is a relic from the FEI rules when competitors had to weigh in at the completion of cross country and serves no purpose 
other than another way to eliminate riders unnecessarily. If they do not attend the vet check they will be eliminated.
